harlotte O’Hearn, a talented but struggling young actress is on the brink of
stardom when a series of haunting dreams and a dark family secret force her to
choose between a successful future, and an unresolved past.

Charlotte’s story begins in New York City where like countless others, she strives
for her big break. One more beautiful face in a sea of thousands, Charlotte becomes
increasingly frustrated, hustling from one audition to the next while waiting tables
at night to make ends meet. The one truly bright spot in her world is Antonio, her
spicy-hot Latin boyfriend and talented musician.

Finally, Charlotte gets a break when she lands the lead in an off-Broadway play.
The show is an instant hit and Charlotte is hailed as the “next big thing.” For a
minute and a half life is wonderful, until she gets a call from oldest brother Patrick, a
controlling, blue-collar, “acting is bullshit” kind of guy, who raised Charlotte and her
three brothers, Shawn, Tommy and Ian, after both parents died. Patrick summons
his sister back home to Boston with news that Aunt Paula has died. A kind woman
who acted as surrogate mother to a young Charlotte, Aunt Paula was also the last
link to their father.

After the funeral, Patrick gives Charlotte a beautiful wooden jewelry box left to her
by Aunt Paula. The dark family secret is about to rear its ugly head. Concealed
inside the box is a letter that makes Charlotte’s world come crashing down. She
realizes her father, whom she was told was dead, might still be alive...and living in
Ireland!

When Charlotte confronts Patrick about the contents of the letter, pandemonium
strikes. Brother Shawn, the peacemaker of the family, attempts to diffuse the
argument, but it’s then revealed he was also part of the deception, and that both
Tommy and Ian were betrayed as well. Ian flies off into a rage, and Tommy spirals
down into a drug-induced coma. The O’Hearn family dynamic is forever changed.
